3. Approval of minutes of 2009 AGM:

4. Matters arising:

Jane Keightley (Warwickshire) reported on the IAALD Conference which was held in Montpelier in April 2010.

Jo Elliott (Harper Adams) reported on Land Life and Leisure. 4 Colleges will index 72 titles -community indexing project – Aberystwyth, Royal Agricultural College, Pershore and Harper Adams.  Several colleges present volunteered to help – Duchy, Elmwood, Plumpton, Hadlow, and Warwickshire – to contribute to the database.  Jo Elliot will be contacting them with more information.
5. Election of Officers

6. Offices Reports:

Chair – Thank you to Sim Taylor for hosting 2010 ALLCU Conference.  Melanie was concerned that when she took up office there not an accurate list of ALLCU members; membership is by organisations not individuals.  Several “key” colleges are no longer sending representatives to the Conference. Carol Booker (Chichester), as a result of an e-book survey, found 45 potential land based colleges - a product is needed to sell to these colleges. The Chair formally thanked the outgoing Secretary Jane Keightley (Warwickshire) and Treasurer Margaret Patterson (Brinsbury)

Treasurer – by Chair – There are surplus funds.  The accounts were signed off.

Christine Barclay (Elmwood) proposed an opportunity to support the training of a Librarian from a developing country.  Christine proposed £798 to help finance Alufeyo Manda in his studies to gain the Diploma in Library and Information Science at Mzuzu Technical College Malawi which will take 2 years. The proposal was unanimously supported and agreed.
7. ALLCU the Future

Melanie Fisher (Chair) passed round the list of 45 identified land based colleges and opened a discussion on how to increase ALLCU membership.  It was suggested and agreed by those present that ALLCU representatives act as ambassadors to approach colleges in their area to promote ALLCU and the annual conference.  The list will be emailed to delegates who can select which colleges in their area they can approach.  However, we need a good product and something to show to potential members. This led to a discussion about the ALLCU website.

Jane Keightley (Warwickshire) will try and organise a training event for mixed economy libraries.
